


























Interior Survey Findings:

[D]  [R]  7010:  Water intrusion evidence or water damage 
noted. 
This is a direct result of faulty flashing noted around 
chimney on roof top.
  See Photo(s) 7010.

[C]  7180:  Pull-down ladder cover breaches fire resistant 
ceiling.
Located in garage ceiling.

[P]  7450.01:  Door weather-strip missing.
Noted at garage service door. Correction prevents pest 
intrusion in attic space.

[C]  [R]  [C]  7530:  Quick release not installed on bedroom 
window bars (no other exit directly to exterior). Noted at all 
bedroom windows.
  See Photo(s) 7530.

[C]  7800.01:  Smoke alarm not installed where required. 
Smoke alarm installation recommended. 
  See Photo(s) 7800.01.
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Kitchen Survey Findings:

[R]  8190.01:  Receptacle outlet(s) intended for kitchen 
countertop are not GFCI type.
At this particular time of construction GFCI protection was 
required in these areas. Recommend licensed specialist 
evaluate and repairs made as advised.

[R]  8310:  Dishwasher drain possibly clogged (water runs 
from air-gap atop sink).

[R]  8340.01:  Dishwasher inoperative.
Service needed.

[R]  8410.02:  Disposal stuck.
Service needed.
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Structure Survey Findings:

[D]  [R]  9210.30:  Roof truss deflection noted (several in a 
row).
Separation noted at framing member in attic space. 
Recommend structural engineer evaluate and repairs made 
as advised. Support beam cut or notched.  See Photo(s) 
9210.30.

[D]  [R]  9210.30:  Support beam modified more than than 
20%. This modification is not per industry standards and 
may create an unsafe situation. Recommend structural 
engineer evaluate and repairs made as advised. Noted in 
garage.

[E]  [R]  9700.01:  Insulation appears insufficient.
Insulation shows being less than acceptable  thickness in 
comparison to today's standards. Upgrade would enhance 
energy savings and help prolong the life expectancy of 
roofing material by lowering the temperature in attic space.

[R]  9820:  Pest treatment advised.
Scorpions noted in home and attic space. 
  See Photo(s) 9820.

[R]  9830:  Review pest inspection report for wood rot and 
wood boring insect information.
Evidence of Termites noted at east exterior stem wall.  See 
Photo(s) 9830.
